Noise and smoke/steam em issions from the engine 
rebuild ing shop and the other operations on the subject 
property causes a nuisance to the neighbours.

being undertaken on the subject property is  ligh t  
industria l in nature and should be located in the 
appropriate area.

(H)When the owner of the subject property f i r s t  began 
many years ago, h is  operation was re la t iv e ly  minor 
in nature and was not too offensive  to the neighbours; 
now, however, it  has grown* considerably to the point 
where the neighbours are adversely affected by the 
noise, smoke and other nuisances.

( l i i ) A I I  of those in the immediate area are opposed to
the rezoning, and th is  should be recognized by Council.

(iv )T he  owner of the property has the type of business that 
could be relocated anywhere, and he would not suffer 
because he has a good reputation in regard to the qua lity  
of h is  work.

(d) Mrs. Marguerite M i l l s ,  who expressed concern regarding 
Council apparently Ignoring the views of the owners whose 
properties abut the subject one.

She a lso  suggested that the rezoning would re su lt  in 
adjacent p roperties beingdevaluated, and made reference 
to the nuisance caused by the emanations from the subject 
property.

Mrs. Demke then spoke and made the follow ing points:

(2) She was aware the Council is  not unanimous in regard 
to the rezoning proposal in that f ive  favour it  at 
the moment and four oppose it.

(3) Under the Zoning By-law, uses permitted in C4 zones 
include "automobile, boat and t r a i le r  show rooms, 
including related minor repair shops". The operation 
on the subject property is  major, not minor.

(4) A d iagnostic  centre should not be located in a C4 zone.

(5) If  the property was zoned Ml to accommodate the type
of development planned, the owner of the property would 
need to observe the follow ing section of the Zoning By-law

"Nothing sha ll be done which i^  or w ill become, 
an annoyance, o r nuisance, to the surrounding 
areas by reason of u n s igh t lin e ss, the emission 
of odours, liqu id  effluence, dust, fumes, smoke, 
v ib ration , noise or g lare, nor sha ll anything be 
done which creates o r causes a health, f ire  or 
explosion hazard, e le c trica l interference o r undue 
t r a f f ic  congestion."
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(bl Mrs. Demke, who indicated that development of the 
area in which the subject property is located, tor 
apartment purposes, would be discouraged by the presence 
of an engine rebuilding operation in the midst of the 
area. 

Noise and smoke/steam emissions from the engine 
rebui ldlng shop and the other operations on the subject 
property causes a nuisance to the neighbours.

(cl Mrs. V. Zeswich, who claimed that: the type of activity 

being undertaken on the subject property is light 
industrial in nature and should be located in the 
appropriate area. 

(li)When the owner of the subject property first began 
many years ago, his operation was relatively minor 
in nature and was not too offensive to the neighbours; 
now, however, it has grown• considerably to the point 
where the neighbours are adversely affected by the 
noise, smoke and other nuisances. 

(lii)Ali of those in the immediate area are opposed to 
the rezoning, and this should be recognized by Council. 

(iv)The owner of the property has the type of business that 
could be relocated anywhere, and he would not suffer 
because he has a good reputation in regard to the quality 
of his work. 

(dl Mrs. 14arguerite Mi I is, who expressed concern regarding 
Council apparently Ignoring the views of the owners whose 
properties abut the subject one. 

She also suggested that the rezoning would result in 
adjacent properties beingdevaluated, and made reference 
to the nuisance caused by the emanations from the subject 
property. 

Mrs. Demke then spoke and made the following points: 

(I) She was representing all the owners whose properties 
abutted the subject one. 

(2) She was aware the Council is not unanimous In regard 
to the rezoning proposal in that five favour it at 
the moment and tour oppose it. 

(3) Under the Zoning By-law, uses permitted in C4 zones 
include "automobile, boat and trailer show rooms, 
including related minor repair shops". The operation 
oa the subject property is major, not minor. 

(4) A diagnostic centre should not be located in a C4 zone. 

(5) if the property was zoned Ml to accommodate the type 
of development planned, the owner of the property would 
need to observe the following section of the Zoning By-law: 

"Nothing sha I I be done which is. or w i I I become , 
an annoyance, or nuisance, to the surrounding 
areas by reason of unsightliness, the emission 
of odours, liquid effluence, dust, fumes, smoke, 
vibration, noise or glare, nor shall anything be 
done which creates or causes a health, tire or 
explosion hazard, electrical interference or undue 
traffic congestion." 
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<6) The M4 zoning category provides fo r the accommodation 
of ligh t  industria l a c t iv it ie s  under conditions that 
are designed to minimize c o n f lic t  with e x ist in g  re sidentia l 
uses in area of mixed development. The same "cond it ions 
of use1, that were cited above under Point (5) apply 
in t h is  case as wel I .

(7) The present use conducted on the property constitutes 
a nuisance to adjacent homeowners and would remain if 
apartments were developed on th is  adjoining land.

(8) There would be no possib le  way for providing a rear 
entrance or ex it  to the property so t ra f f ic  would need 
to enter and leave from Kingsway, with the re su lt  there 
would be hazards to both pedestrians and m otorists.

(9) In 1966, the Council established a po licy wnich Indicated that 
the area In question was su itab le  fo r apartment development.
In 1969, the Council reaffirmed th is  position.

(10) To permit the rezoning of the subject property to C4 
would be Inconsistent with apartment use of the area 
and would perpetuate a non-conforming use.

(11) As regards the emission of smoke and steam from the 
property at the present time, th is  should be stopped 
because it  po llutes the a ir.

(12) Those having property fronting Kingsway are prepared 
to dedicate land for the future widening of Kingsway.

(13) The North side of Kingsway in t h is  area is  already 
developed with apartments.

(14) Apartments in general add considerable revenue to the 
coffe rs of the municipality.

(15) The property owners in the subject area support the 
apartment designation for the ir  area in tota l.

Several attempts have been made to contact the owner of the 
property from which an easement is  required to correct a drainage 
problem at the above location, and no success has been met.

The follow ing is  the substance of that report from the Manager: 

(15) L itte r in g  and Indiscrim inate Dumping

L itte r, in the form of smaller b its  of debris, has always been a 
problem, but not ju s t  in Burnaby.

Our programme, which has been quite an energetic one involving 
the placement of Pelicans and street receptacles, has been fa ir ly  
successful in commercial areas. The only parts of the m unicipality 
where l i t t e r  is  a real problem now is at or near public schools.

Another factor which has been of assistance in reducing l it te r  
Is  the acqu is it ion  by the Corporation of two Cushman vehic les 
with those operating them covering a ll commercial areas to co llec t 
Iit te r .

One possib le way of con tro llin g  l i t t e r  is  to post at the boundaries 
of the m unicipality on the main highways a s ign  pointing out the 
penalty applicable for lit te r in g . Apart from th is ,  it  would 
appear to be largely a matter of educating the public.

As regards indiscrim inate dumping, our refuse co lle c tion  practices 
make it  almost unnecessary for any c it izen  to even th ink  of 
carry ing out an act of indiscrim inate dumping. This is  because 
the m unicipality has increased the items which w ill be picked 
up to the point where the only th ings which may be refused are 
those which are en tire ly  too bulky to consider placing in the 
co llec tion  trucks, or landscape refuse and debris composed mainly 
of rocks and boulders.

Even these Items are picked up for a fee and most people seem to 
ava il themselves of th is  service.

Our volume of co lle c tion  has increased since the ban on backyard 
burning but it  was being recommended that the M unic ipa lity  continue 
to o ffe r the same service  of co lle c tin g  a ll reasonable refuse 
at the source so as to make It  unnecessary fo r anyone to consider 
dumping indiscrim inately.
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(16) Drainage - 950 Cliff Avenue 

Several attempts have been made to contact the owner of the 
property f ram which an easeir.ent Is requ I red to correct a dra Ina ge 
problem at the above location, and no success has been met.

The following is the substance of that report from the Manager: 

(15) Littering and Indiscriminate Dumping 

Litter, in the form of smaller bits of debris,has always been a 
problem, but not just in Burnaby. 

Our programme, which has been quite an energetic one Involving 
the placement of Pelicans and street receptacles, has been fairly 
su::cessful in commercial areas. The only parts of the municipality 
where I itter is a real problem now is at or near publ le schools. 

Another factor which has been of assistance in reducing I itter 
is the acquisition by the Corporation of two Cushman vehicles 
with those operating them covering all commercial areas to collect 
I ltter. 

One possible way of control ling I ltter is to post at the boundaries 
of the municipality on the main highways a sign pointing out the 
penalty applicable for I ittering. Aoart from this, it would 
appear to be largely a matter of educating the public. 

As regards indiscriminate dumping, our refuse collection practices 
make it almost unnecessary tor any citizen to even think of 
carrying out an act of indiscriminate dumping. This is because 
the municipal lty has increased the Items which wil I be picked 
up to the point where the only things which may be refused are 
those which are entirely too bulky to consider placing In the 
collection trucks, or landscape refus~ and debris composed mainly 
of rocks and boulders. 

Even these Items are picked up for a fee and most people seem to 
avail themselves of this service. 

Our volume of collection has increased since the ban on backyard 
burning but it was being recorrmended that the Municipality continue 
to offer the same service of collecting al I reasonable refuse 
at the source so.as to make It unnecessary for anyone to consider 
dumping indiscriminately. 
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The matter has been discussed with the Municipal S o l ic ito r  who 
agrees that the applicab le regu lations pertaining to l it te r in g  
and indiscrim inate dumping are the Motor Vehicle Act and the 
Burnaby Street and T ra ff ic  By-law. He a lso  agrees that the
problem is  one of enforcement, which is  not one that has a complete 
so lu tion  read ily  ava ilab le.

MOVED BY ALDERMAN LADNER, SECONDED BY ALDERMAN DRUMMOND:
"That the report of the Manager be tabled fo r one week."

As regards the proposed development, it Is considered to be more 
desirable to have commercial rather than industrial development 
adjacent to the Multiple Family area along Royal Oak Avenue.
