3. DELEGATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS

3.1

Renewal Home Development - Re: Municipal Permitting Policies
Speakers: Glyn Lewis and Jeremy Nickel

Glen Lewis and Jeremy Nickel, representing Renewal Home Development,
appeared before Council noting that their mission is to save, relocate and
repurpose high-value homes slated for demolition in the Pacific Northwest.

Mr. Lewis noted that older homes are obstacles to developers in growing urban
communities but they could be a lifeline to people who need housing in exurban
communities. The speaker noted that 7,000 homes have been relocated since
1965 in the Pacific Northwest.

The delegation advised that home relocation and repurposing has also
environmental and economic impacts.

Mr. Lewis advised there are two processes:

¢ Individual homeowner — building permit application
¢ Developer — development permit

It was noted there are 2,800 single family homes slated for demolition in Metro
Vancouver alone per year; which is about 7 demolitions per day. The average
2,000 sq. ft. wood-framed home demolished wastes 65 tons of embodied carbon
and produces roughly 100,600 KG of material waste. As per Metro Vancouver
source, 40% of local landfills are full of demolished building materials.

The speaker noted that approximately 540 good homes slated for demolition
across Metro Vancouver could be donated, relocated and repurposed to a First
Nations or non-profit housing group in exurban communities each year.

Mr. Lewis advised about the benefits for developers and homeowners as they are
saving not only on demolition costs, but also the Nation issues a charitable tax
receipt for the appraised value of the home.

In conclusion, the speaker proposed the following municipal enabling solutions:

1. Create and promote “Early Green Removal Permits”
o at least 8 weeks prior to development permit/building permit/demolition
permit issuance (North Vancouver example);
e provide incentives for early relocation and deconstruction

2. Support identification of homes slated for demolition
o there is lack of visibility on homes slated for demolition through building
permit process — strive to contact the homeowner 2 — 4 months before
demolition (Richmond example);
e complete contact information needed of the developer or homeowner.
General contractors (as applicants) often don’t have an incentive to engage
(as they get paid to demolition).
